CRATE FOR HANDLING ONIONS,

With these appliances and help I
should expeet to harvest in one day a
erap of from 700 ta 1,000 bushsls.

Ay crates are made from oue-half
Ineh Tumber, of these dimensions:
18 inchies long, 18 inches high and 13
inches through, inside meusurements,
They are made thus: the ends which
are two strips 214 Inches wide are
laid 12 inches apart on iron plates.
Take cross strips 12 inches long and

o through and clinch well, and nail
your strips on, lenving  space be-
tiween ench strip of one inch, except
the top space which make 1% inehes,
for here is where you will grip the
erate in handling.

Nuil on for side and hottom picees
any narrow width you choose, leaving
the same spaces on sides as recom-
mended for the ends.
