HINTS FOR FEEDERS.

In Some Cawes Grinding Feed for
Stock Pays, In Others It In n
Waste of Labor.

Prof. Henry, of the University of
Wisconsin, gives the following ad-
vice regarding ground feed for
stock: “This subject is o diMcult
one to discuss owing to the great
vriety of conditions existing as to
both grain and animals, Directions
are here given which may serve to
guide the feeder in his practice:
For horses which are out of the sta-
ble during the day and worked hard,
all grain, with the possible excep-
tion of oats, should be ground. For
those at extremely hard work, all
grain should be gromnd and mixed
with chafted hay, For fdle horses,
oats or corn should not be ground,
non need the hay or straw be
chaffed- A eow yielding o large flow
of milk should be regarded ns a hard
working animal and her feed' pre-
pared accordingly. Fattening steers
and pigs may be ctowsded more rap-
idly with meal thin ‘with whole
graln, though there is more danger
attendant upon its use. Sheep worth
feeding can always grind their own
wrain. Tn gencral idle anjmals and
those having ample time for masti-
cation, rumination and digestion do
not need their grain or roughage
prepared ns carefnlly ns do those
with only limited time for these es-
sential operations.  Experiments
quite generally show increased gainn
from grinding grain, but in many
cnses they are not sufficient to pay
the cost of grinding.”

COTTONSEED MEAL.

It Is a Food Stuff Rich in Protein
nnd Can le Used to Advantage
for iy 3

A bulletin of the Oklaloma sta-
tion says: Protein, the nitrogenous
part of the feed, is the most impor-
tant constituent in it. Many of the
common feeds on the farm, as corn,
Kafir corn, ete, do not contain this
ingredient in sufficient amount for
the best results in feeding, A feed
is generally valusble in proportion
to the amount of protein it contains.
Cottonseed meal is one of the very
richest feeds in protein and it is a
very cheap source of this valuable
food ingredient. In cattle feeding,
cottonseed meal fs used quite exten-
sively and with the best results
where certain precautions are fol-
lowed. Tt has been used only to a
limited extent in plg feeding, as fa-
tal results have followed as a rule
in the general way of feeding it.
After feeding on it from four 1o six
weeks the pigs would commence dy-
ing, and this has usually been tlie
caxe when even small amounts of
the cottonseed meal have been fed
along with other grain. The writer
has found a mixture of one-fifth cot-
tonseed menl and four-fifths corn or
Kafir meal to give most excellent re-
sults when fod to pigs, and with
very few exceptions no pigs hdve
died, if the cottonseed meal was not
continued longer than four wecks.
Later experiments at this station in-
dieate that there are several condi-
tions under which plgs may be fed
# smnll amount of cottonseed meal
with other grain for an indefinite
time swithout injuring the pigs in any
way, mid good gains obtained with
a small nmount of grain. One of
the conditions is where the shonts
hava access to plenty of range and
green feed. Again, if the cottonseed
meal is dropped after feeding three
or four weeks and after a lapss of
two or thres weeks added to the
feed again for three or four waeks,
and dropped again for a few weeks,
and a0 on until the pigs are grown
or fattened, good gains will be ob-
tained with practieally no loss of
pigs.
