CLEAN DAIRY UTENSILS.

Never Lose Sight of the Faot That
Sunlight In the Greatest of
Microhe Destroyers.

Milk utensils should be made of meta]
and have all joints smoothly soldered
so there will be n ams where filth
mayaccumnlate, says Dairy and Crenm-
ery. Never allow them o become
rough or rusty inside. Do mot haul
waste products, as skim milk and whey,
back to the farm from the butter or
cheere factory in the same cans used
for dellvering the milk. Use old cans
tor this purpose. Clean all dairy uten-
sils by first thoronghly rinsing them fn
tepid water; then clenn inside and out
with a brush and hot water, in which a
cleaning material is dissolved; then
rinse and lastly sterilize by boiling
water and steam. Use pure water only
After clennsing keep utensils inverted,
fn pure air and sun. it possible, until
wanted for use again. Tn this paper
much is made of sunlight. This is be-
cause it is a mierobe destroyer. They
cannot live and flourish in the sunlight.
Darkness s life to them and disease
germe. Sunlight and the dronth of &
year ago last season destroyed nearly
all the hog cholera germs in the corn
and swine belt, and this season that
disense is very rare there, The most
dangerous and wnwholexome room in
the avernge dwelling house is the par-
lor, where it is kept darkened to keep
the carpet from fading or for some
other trifling matter.
