PROFIT IN CAPONIZING.

ASimple Operation and Some Reasons
Why It Payw the Farmer to
Perform It.

The chlef reason for caponizing cock-
erals is to get a larger profit out of them.
Good capons generally sell for a higher
price per pound than other pouitry.
They also welgh more, and are marketed
at a time when the flock I8 bringing lit-
tle return. A flock of capons are quiet,
do not crow and are easily taken care of.
The best breeds (o caponize are the
medium-sized varieties, such as' Ply-
mouth Rocks, Wyandots, Rhode Island
Reds, ete. The Asiaties do not glve as

It does not pay to caponize
smaller breeds, for they do not m-uluu
dressed fowls of the highest quality. Ca-
pons are usually marketed at from
six to 12 months of age, and the market
for them opens soon after the holidays.
The best time to caponize is when the
cockerels are three to four months old.
At this age the operation can he per-
formed with less danger umnwhm the
birds are older and larger. A bright,
sunny day must be chosen for the op-
eration and the birds must haye been
fasted for at least 24 houra previous.

Never Sell the Hest Foultry, Dut Keep
the Good Layers to Hatter
. Your Flock.

All over this country farms and farm-
ers have grown poorer through the
method of selling off continually and
not bringing anything back to the land.
This same 18 true to a large extent with
all our live stock, poultry {néluded. For.
years the huckster has come along, aud
each time he passes he selocts the very
best of all your poultry to buy for mar-
let. By the time ke has bought all you
have to sell, you will have left for your.
own use the culls of all you grow. This
continues tIl we hear you say: *The
huckster or commission man ls too par-
ticular fo buy our stock,” when the facts
are there Is nothing left but weeds.

Under this way of dolng the m-m
goes to weeds, all the stock goes
weeds, and the owner and his Imny
into rags. To avold all this, never sell
the best of anything unless there Is
more of it than you need. With fowls
be stire to select all the best for your
own breeding and for egg producing, and |
sell those you do not want.
