No two men feed allke, exactly, 1have
glven this matter careful attention.
Like every othier breeder who ever pur-
chased a bone mlill, overfed for a
As a result that greatly Increased
egg yleld did not follow the feeding of
green cut bone. Nor would the fowls
partake of food as they should. Expe-
rience has taught me that the breeda of
fowls I handle should recelve about
four ounces each of the bone a week.
Instead of feeding the green cut bone
by itself, as Is wsually dope, it should
be mixed with soft feed: As stated, no
definite rule can be lald down as to
Just how much of this ration should be
fed. Some breeds will stand up under
thesa rich foods better than others. I
am satisfied, however, thut to goet the
best results green eut bone aud biood
menl, and so forth, should be fed spar-
Ingly, Such materials should not he
made 1o take the place of regular foods.
