HOW THE KING SIGNS LAWS

Gives Consent to Acts of Parliament
by What Is Called Royal
Commission.

Most people will tell you that the
king must sign every act of parlin-
ment before it becomes law. It will
nstonish these people to know that
acts of parllament are never signed
by King George. When parllament

nsses an act, ns, for example, the
recent military service uct, which con-
scripted all the single men, a copy on
vellum s placed in safe custody In
the house of lords and indorsed by the
clerk of parliament. If the nct Is ono
concerning money, as, for instunce,
the budget, the vellum copy Is also In-
dorsed by the speaker. How. does the
king give his consent to nn act of
parllament? Well, he gives it by what
Is known as a royal commission. All
the various acts that are passed at
about the same time are named In this
commission, and the king signs this,
The king must actually sign this com-
mission, but should he be, for any rea-

RECOGNIZED WORK OF BIRDS
Occasion Whenicru»;er- of Grain Re-

sponded to Appeal to Save Their
Friends From Extermination./

Three  hundred  million  detlars’
worth of the cotton crop was damaged
by the cotton boll weevll In the last
year und birds, especially quall, con-
sider such fare n treat and have a
fondness for ridding the farmer of
the enemles of his crops. What the
good birds do in the destruction of in-
sects injurious to man's Interests is
little short of marvelous.

One yeur at the hendquarters of the
National Auduhon seciety a wire came
stating: “Birds are dying in Konsas,
Nebraska and Missouri In great num-
bers—result of sleet and snow.” In
response to the wire $600 worth of
grain, seed and chaff was distributed,
together with grit, to the birds and
saved many of the insectivorous birds
and game birds. The postmaster gen-
eral ordered the rural mail earriers
to distribute the feed free of charge.

New Industry for Detroit.
It s estimated that $10,000,000
worth of the 101697 fur exports will
pass Into the American channels be-
tore next June. The manufactured
product, of course, will more than
double these figures, for every one who
touches n skin Increases the profit
which the ultimate purchnser must
pay to the anclent Industry.
