Measures for Raising of Military
Foroes, as Agreed Upon
by Congress.

AGE LIMIT, 21 TO 30 YEARS

Malu Citizens, and Those Who Have
Declared Their Intention to Be-
aome Citizens, of That Age,
Liable to Draft—Classes
That Are Excused.

Washington—The selective drnft un-
der which the new United States army
will be ralsed will bo applied under
the followlug provisions of the army
bill:

“Ihat the enllsted men required to
raise und maintain the organizations of
the reguiar urmy and to complete and
maintaiu the orgunizations embodying
the members of the Nationul Guard
drafted Into the service of the United
States, at the maximum legal strength
as by this act provided, shall be ralsed
by voluntary enlistuent, or If und
whenever the president decldes that
they cannot effectuully be so raised or
malntained, then by selective draft
and all other forces horeby uuthorized
shall be ruised and mulntained by se-
lective draft exclusively; but this pro-
vision shall not prevent the transfer
to uny force of training cadres from
other forces.

Age Limits Are Fixed.

“Such draft as herefn provided shull
be based upon liability to military sery-
Ice of all male citizens or mule persons
not alien e who huve declared
thelr Intention to become citizens, be-
tween the nges of twenty-one and
thirty years, both inclusive, and shall
take place and be malntalned under
such regulations a the president may
preseribe not Inconsistent with the
terms of this act,
