A standard color food may be pre-
pared as follows: To the ordinary
egg food (one hard-bolled egg chopped
fine with on equal bulk of bread
crumbs or unsalted cracker crumbs)
add a tenspoonful of ground sweet red
pepper. Mix until the food shows an
even reddish tint throughout. Each
bird to be experimented upon should
receive one small teaspoonful daily.
The quontity of pepper is incrensed
gradually, until two heaping tenspoon-
fuls are used. Addition of a little
brown sugar and o few drops of pure
olive oil is beneficlal, and a small
quantity of hot red pepper gives a bet-
tor flavor. The food should be pre-
pared fresh each day. In mixing, al-
lowance must be made for variation
in the size of eggs used. In color
feeding some canary breeders incrense
the proportion of sweet red pepper un-
til four teaspoonfuls are added to the
usual quantity of egg food. Half a
easpoonful of this concentrated food
1s allowed cach bird. This method
may be used during a short, quick
molt,

Care of Feet and Bill.

As a canary grows old It will be
noticed that Its claws get long and
catch on the perches and wires as it
liops about the cage.

FIND NEW SUMMER
SPRAY FOR PEACHES

New Jersey Experiment Station
Successfully Uses Substi-
tute for Lime-Sulphur.

The New Jersey cxperiment station
Is recommending to peach growers the
trial of a substitute for self-bolled lime-
gulphur which was tried out at the sta-
tion with constderable success lnst sea-
son.

This new mixture is made tp In the
following proportions: 8 pounds of
sulphur  (flowers or fine flour),
pounds of hydrated lime, and 1%
ounces of ground glue, dlssolved in
three gollons of water. This is dl-
luted with water to 50 gallons. It 1s
belleved that this mixture is a prom-
Jeing spray for the control of scab and
brown rot, since it gave excellent re-
sults n @ season when weather con-
ditions were favorable for the develop-
ment of both diseases, This materlal
scems to possess several ndvantages
over self-hoiled lime-sulphur.  The
process of mixing Is less disngreeable
than the preparntion of self-bolled
lime-sulphur and its strength when
prepared 1s licely to be more uniform.

COST ACCOUNTING IS
OF BIG IMPORTANGE

Several Types of Farming Were
Included in Study Made by
Agricultural College.

Complete records were kept on 18
New York state farms in 1012 and on
81 farms in 1018, co-operation with
owners belng secured by the college of
agriculture which furnished the co-op-
erators with the results of the nc-
counting,

The farms on which accounts were
kept averaged slightly larger than the
avernge New York farm; they were
better farms and better managed than
the average farm. Several types of
farms were fncluded In the study so
thnt figures were available on a num-
ber of differont farm operations, The
avernge cost of man labor for 1012
was a little over 16 cents an hour; for
1018 it was 17 cents an hour. Horse
labor varled from 18 cents to 18 cents
per hour, the lower figures being found
on the farms dolug the largest amount
of business. Purebred cattle showad n
Nigher cost of foed, for man labor, and
for horso lubor, but they returned
moro to the owners than did grade
cnttle,
