" Use of Corn Meal Urged.
A, D. Wilson, head of the agricul-

SCANDINAVIAN NEWS

in Frult Growing, New York State
School of Agriculture on Long Island,
Farmingdale, N, Y.) A

Brown rot I8 a fungous disease that
aftects the peach, plum and cherry. It
Is a well-known disease wherever
stone fruits are grown throughout Bu-
rope and America, and it is probably
the most destructive dlsense nffecting
these fruits. To & much less degree it
also affects some of the pome fruits,
such as the apple and pear. During a
dry season the disense seldom appears
in an epldemic form, but If the sea-
son has been wet or muggy the dls-
ense becomes very virulent and causes
large losses.

Description—The Brown rot first
appears on the frult as a small clrcu-
far spot, which under favorable condi-
tlons soon involves the entlre frult in
ecay. The fungus causing the dls-
ease breaks through the skin of the
frult, exposing small graylsh tufts of
spore-bearing threads, which glve to
the diseased area o moldy grayish-red

A blossom 'blight may result froth
Infection of the blossoms. This is
commouly the case.the year after a se-
vere outbreak of the disease, due to
the fact that the old mummied frults
remaining on the tree in large numbers
are sources of Infection during the
Dblossoming period. The blighting of
the blossoms sometimes results in the
twigs becoming Infected, due to the
Qlsense galning entrance Into the
twigs through the blossoms. It would
seem that the fungus cannot penetrate
Into the twigs directly, but only
through o blossom or n wound.

Rot After Harvesting—When there
hns been u serlous outbrenk of the dls-
ense, with the result that spores ure
abundant in the orchard Infected, every
fruit in the orchard Is llkely to have
spores on Its surface, even though the
rot hus not developed at the time of
harvesting. Tliese spores may ger-
minate during favorable conditions In
transit, Infect the frult and cause It
to rot, and so a shipment that has left
the orchard, appurently In good condi-

appearance, Spores are produced in
grent numbers by ‘these spore-bearing
tufts, and are borne by the wind and
carried by birds and Insects from tree
to tree. Finding lodgment on the
fruit these spores germinate and pro-
duce another infection and another
crop of spores.

The decayed fruit in n shriveled,
dried-up condition that has caused
them commonly to be called “mum-
mies,” mny cling to the tree or fall to
the ground. The fungus living over
the winter In such mummies and
spores which are produced from them
in the spring start new infections. It
15 nlso possible that the spores which
Thave been disseminated during the late
summer and hiave adhered to bud scales,
ete,, may likewlse cause infection the

Control—Destroy  all  mummified

fruit during the autumn. Peaches
should be thinned so that no two fruits
are touching on the tree. Spray peaches
two or three weeks nfter the petals
fall, using 8850 self-boiled lime-sul-
phur. Spray again two or three weeks
later with the same spray, and again
about a month before the frult 1s ex-
pected to ripen.

For the control of Brown rot on
prune and plum spray us in the case
of the peach, but use commercial lime-
sulphur (32 Baume), one part of the
commereial lime-sulphur to 40 parts
of water.

For control of Brown Rot on the
cherry spray as for the peach, but use

SEEDLING GRASSES |

It is often desirable to identify
grasses and small-grain. seedlings by
their vegetative characters. The usual
botanical classifications based on the
structure of the flowerlng parts are not
useful for this purpose. Any meation
of the ledves which may be Included
in botanical descriptions is usually for
the purpose of confirming un identifica-
tion. In lawns and pastures the best
grasses are seldom allowed to reach
the flowering stage, and some grasses
change o materially in appearance as
they reach maturity that It 1s difiicult
to see a resemblance to the young
plants in those that have headed.
Difficult to Identify.

The scedlings of small grains are,
under all conditions, very dificult to
identify. Men who are constantly
growing these grains usually learn to
distinguish the different species. Even

the margins, glossy beneath, nerved
above, threesixteenths inch wide;
nerves separated Into pairs by white
lines when viewed by transmitted
light.

This grass closely resembles both
Itallan rye grass and perennlal rye
grass. It may be distinguished from
Ttallan rye grass by its rough-mar-
gined blades (test with the tongue)
and also by the nerves in the blades.
Perennial rye grass is distinguished by
having its leaves folded in the bud.
Quack Grass.

Quack grass is  pale-green peren-
nial, crecping by its long rootstocks;
leaves rolled in the bud; collar broad,
continuous, hairy; aurlcles slender,
clawlike; lgule membranous, short,
entlre; sheaths hairy, not compressed ;
blades flat, finely halry at the base,
shurp polnted, one-fourth Inch wide
nerves brond, not prominent; root-
stocks strong, elongate, one-elghth inch
or more in dlameter.

high mountains and thus penetrate or
establish electrical connection with the
atmospheric stratum or ocean overly-
ing local disturbances, Upon these
mountain tops I erect suitable towers
and apparatus to attract the electric-
ity, or In other words to disturb the
electrical equilibrium and thus obtain
n current of electricity, or shocks, or
pulsations, which traverse or disturb
the positive electrical body of the at-
mosphere above and between two
glven polnts by communicating it

the megative electrical body in
the earth below to form the electric
current.”

After declaring that the {nventor
did not utilize any new keyboard or
alphabet, the patent concludes with
the assertion that he claims:

“The utllization of natural elec-
triclty from elevated points by con-
necting the opposite polarity of the
celestial and terrestial bodles of elec-
trielty at different polnts by sultable
conductors, and for telegraphic pir-
poses relying upon the disturbance
produced In the two electro-opposite
bodies (of the earth and the at-
mosphere) by an Interruption of the
continuity of one of the conductors
from an electrical body belng indi-
cated upon Its opposite or. correspond-
ing terminus, and thus producing a cir-
cult of communication between the
two withont an artificinl battery or
the further use of wires or cables to
connect the cooperating stations.”

The fate of the Loomis Invention
was not long In belng detérmined.
His company was formed and experl-
ments were carried on, but the (in this
day) manifestly impossible scheme
was soon found to be impracticable,
despite the severnl advanced Ideas
presented, and the proposition pres-
ently went to &mash, adding another
name to the great roll of disappolnted
and disillusioned ploneers.

Over 1,000 hospitals are served
on the continent and over 8,000,000
dressings have been shipped to them.
