Record Work of Artillery.
This fire reached its climox just
as dawn was graylog the enstern skies
and while_the full moon was still shs
pended high in the heavens.

The night was filled with red In-
cendiary flames, Shells that spurted
lead In streams crashed In appalling
numbers ahout the heads of the de-
fending soldlers.

Mines that had taken two yenrs to
dig and fill with an overwhelming ex-
plosive broke fnto an avalanche of
flaming destruction In the half light of
dawn. This was Indeed an Ypres day
of refallation and victory for the
viclous sufferings of two years and
elght months,

Gunners Work Half Naked.

It was a day of intense heat, and the
gunners worked stripped to, the walst.
The attack went forward with clock-
like regularity.

The British casualties were slight
Threo out of four of the casualties
were reported to be walking cases, who
would return to duty In a few dnys.

The attack began at dawn, and the
setting was as pleturesque as can well
be imaginable. The day before had
been hot and sultry. Toward evening
there was a serfes of thunder storms
which extended well Into the night, the
lightning mingling with the flashes of
fhe guns, but the thunder being virtu-
ally unnoticed amid the din of the can-
non.

Of all the disenses of frult trees
there Is none more dreaded or more
destructive than the disease commonly
known as fire blight. This disease ls
of bacterial origin and is extremely
Infectlous. It attacks the pear, the ap-
ple, the quince, the wild crab apple,
the hawthorn, the mountain ash and
other trees. Owlng to its ravages the
commerclal growing of ¢holee yaricties
of pears Is now limited to a compara-
tively small area of the country.
Modes of Infection—Under favor-
able conditions fire blight may attack
any part of the tree, but usually Infec-
tion takes place in the blossoms and
in the actively growing tips of
branches. It is brought about by in-
sects, usunlly bees. The bees visit the
old hold-over cankers of the blight und
become covered with the organisms in
thelr search for nectar. The organ-
isms multiply rapldly In the nectar of
the blossoms and enter the living tis-
sues through the unprotected nectaries,
Having entered the tissues they quick-
Iy blight the blossoms, pass down the
blossom stem into the fruit spur, kill-
ing the tissues and cutting the leaves
off from a supply of water, thus pro-
ducing “frult-spur blight,” the Intter
occurring several weeks after blossom
Infection. In serlous cases all the
fruit spurs may be blighted in this wny
and consequently set no frult. Some-
times the Infection ends with the blight-
Ing of the spurs and does not extend
to the twig or branch, but frequently
it extends Into the bark of the branch
at the base of the blighted frult spur,
resulting In the formation of typleal
blight cankers. Blight cankers are
also orlginated either through fn-
fectlon taking place at the tips
of young, actively growing branches,
particularly If these be water
sprouts, or through wounds of an
kind. Such cankets when on the larger
limbs or trunk may retain active germs
over the dormant season and form the
so-called hold-over cankers, which
very likely form the only source of in-
fection for blossoms In the spring.
Description.—If the Infection begins
in a flower cluster or at the end of a
shoot the leaves will wilt, and In the
of the pear, drop.
