“In the days of the gods there was
A beautiful mafden whio worked day
In and day out at her tunsbatn, or
loom. She wus u dutighter of the heny-
enly god; none could: surpnss her In
Industry and modesty, The futher mar-
rled her tp @ bandsome cowherd,
Thenceforward the girl left off her
work at the loom and deyoted her
whele care to hier husbond. The father
seelng this got nngry and dismissed
her to the eastern bunk of the river of
Heaven (Mliky Way). Only once a
year, that fs, on the seventh evenipg
of the seventh moon, {5 she allowed to
cross the heavenly river to meet her
hushand. If unfortuntely ruin should
full, the water would flow over the
banks and muke It impossible for the
wenying girl to cross the river. Hence,
the festival of Tanabatahlme or Weay-
Ing Princess. It 1s a propitiation of the
gods and goddesses for the sake of

Every member of every Red Oross
o8- | chupter In the United States is called
on to help in the buylug of wool and
knltting needles, the shipment of con
pleted articles as promptly s possible,
aud stirring the enthugiasm of the
workers to finlgh the job at once so
that the soldlers may have the entire
consignment before they begin to suf-
fer with the cold.

Here are the direcfions for knitting
edch of the four articles, as deter-
mined upon by the Red Cross uuthorl
tles nt Washington, after earefully con-
sideration of the urmy's needs:

Equipment.

Knitting mnthlneﬁ may be used If

desired.

Yarn may e elther knaki o gray. | kn

The Red Cross supply service will
carry the gray Oxford mixtures, 4-ply
10's construction.

Knitting needles to be, as designated,
No. 1. 185-1000 Inches in dinmeter; Nn
2, 175-1000 Inches; No. 8,
lnchu' or steel No. 12.

General Directions.

Blllche& should not be cast on too
tightly.

Knitting should be done evenly and
firmly and all holes should be avolded.

Jolning should be done by splicing
or by leaying two or three inches at
each end of the yarn to be durned in
carefully.

All knots, ridges or lumps should be
most carefully avolded, especially in
socks, as they are apt to blister the
feet.
