Campaign: Starts Oct. 1.

The work of distributing the new
Liberty Loan bonds of the-sacond fs-
sue to the people of the Northwest
will begin shortly after Oct. 1. The
amount and rate of Interest on the
second Liberty Loan have not yet been
announced by the Treasury Depart-
ment, which will have control of the
sale of the bonds over the whole
United States, and acting under its
authority, the Federal Reserve Bank
of Minneapolis will be officlally re-
sponsible for the campaign fin the
Ninth Federal Reserve District, but
has delegated the active work to Gen-
eral Chairman Rogers and his organf-
zation.

The campaign: organization for the
second Liberty Loan will be much
more extensive than any organization
it was possible to form on short no-
tice for the handling of the first great
‘War Loan, and will probably involve
the services of twice or three times
the number of men.. -

SHALL WASTE CONTINUE?

“The fermented rather than the dis-
tilled liguors call for the greatest con-
sumptlon of gruin in the liguor busi-
ness,” asserts the dean of the college
of agriculture, Tiinols university,
writing in the Atlantic Monthly. “That
18 to say, about 120,000,000 bushels—or
approximately the world shortage—
are used for fermented liquors, against
some 85,000,000 bushels, practically
none of which Is wheat, nsed for dis-
tillation.

“To transport the graln now used for.
fermented liquor in the United States
alone would require the entire fleet of
a thousand wooden ships, such as age

the equivalent of over half the wheat
crop of France or of Canada, and if is
twice that of England. It represents
the entire grain food of over 15,000,000
people, and that s no  negligible
amount. It represents in the form of
meat no less than 750,000,000 pounds,
or the carcasses of more than o million
of the heaylest boeves.

“With people starving abroad, with
large sections of Europe desolate, and
with food riots beginning in this
country as a result of high prices,
there can be but one answer to the
question whether this wastage sball
continue.”
