A new system of graduated Inherl-
tance taxes was written nto the bill
in lieu of the house plan-and despite
the senate's rejection of such taxes
The new rates on Inheritances, with
those of Americans In military service
exempted, range from one-half of 1
per cent on $50,000 estates ‘to 10 per
cent on estates of $10,000,000 and

The bulk of the Increases of between
$250,000,000 and $300,000,000 made by
the conferees in the senate bill was
secured from the postage, public utill-

With but few exceptions, the new
taxes are effective with the passage of
the act.

Work ls to Equip Government With
Data That Will Be Important
When the Hostllities Come
to a Close, .

was asked lu Prestdent Wilson to un-
dertake the task of preparing duta f
the use of the Untted Stutes when the
warring natlons gather about the con-
ference table o discuss peace term
has entéred uctively upon the perfors
ance of his unusual duties, His first
mbye was to select Dr. John H. Finley,
commigsioner of education of the stute
of New York, as his chlef ussistant
Doctor Finley will bring to the work
all the Information which he gathered
on u recent trip to Europe, where he
made an extensive study of condltions,

Ewphusis {s laid upon the fact thut
the appointment of the president’s in-
timate frlend und counselor to this po-
sitlon 1s not Indicatlve of any move for
Deace at this time but Is merely pre-
puratory to the peace conference
which must come Inevitably at some
time In-the future.

The selection of Doctor Finley 1s In-
dicative of the sort of experts With
whom Colonel House will confer.

DENMARK,

Yes, a new
idea came to him, He took the ferry
back to Denmark and asked for the
paper “to be used In the country
This was perfectly legal, and the pa-
per was handed back to him. Then he
eat down and painted some horrid tig-
ures on the paper, and by the time the
next ferry waus ready to leave he
presented himself with “a work of
urt.” The customhouse official looked
at the paper a little while, and then
Dronounced the verdict: “Yes, now you
may take it with you.'

FINLAND.

Advices from Petrograd state that
another political crisls Is threatening
Finland, presumably-as a result of the
difficulties of the Petrograd govern-
ment, which, as In July, encouraged
the Bolsheviki majority to press its
radical aims.
