CONTROL INSECTS AND FUNGOUS DISEASES

CHERRY TREES DEFOLIATED IN AUGUST.

A spray calendar for the prevention
and control of Insects and fungous
diseases affecting the cherry hus been
outlined by the Pennsylvania station.
For the dormant spray In spring, be-
fore buds start, lime-sulphur Is used.
It Is not often needed on sour varle-
ties. Tmmedlately after the petals fall,
lime-sulphur and 40 per cent nicotine
extract, half to three-fourths pint to
50 gallons is used for aphls and leaf-
spot. Lead arsenate paste three pounds
is nﬂded (or curcullo, slugs and red
leat

Spn r Brown Rot.
‘When fruit s l.\m slze of a small pea,

a spray may be uppliea for brown rot.
Materfals ure the same ag for the aphis
and curcullo spray. If the frult fly Is
very bad, u course spray of lead arse-
nate three pounds und molusses one
pint to 50 gallons of the lime-sulphur,
Is used on the lower limbs, when the
adults appear in early June.

Shortly after the frult is picked o
spray Is glven If lenf-spot Is appre-
hended. Lime-sulphur alone iy used to
prevent defoliation by the leaf-spot or
shot-hole fungus. Repeat a month
later If this disease Is bnd. If peste
are known to be ubsent, corresponding
sprays are omitted.

SHIELD TREES FROM
RABBITS IN WINTER

When Vegetable Food Is Not
Available They Often Harm
Trees by Eatinu Bark.

Rabbits are very particular as to
‘what they eat, and feed only on vege-
table matter. They prefer the more
succulent kinds, such ss vegetables,
clover, alfalfa, fallen frult, etc. When
none of these foods are avallble they
often eat the bark of trees, especlally
when snow covers other food.
It Is very ensy to prevent rabbits
from injuring trees, and all cases of
damage are due to neglect rather than
to a lack of efficlent remedies. A
number of preventives, all of which
are efficaclous, are given below.
Your premises should not afford
Mng places for rabbits, such as briar
plles, etc. This is not
sasit 1o, Tncinle green cover crops
4n the orchard; as is stated above,
green and succulent 206d 18 preferred
by the rabbits and an orchard with
a cover crop above the snow is seldom

They will be effective as
long ns the talnt remains on the tree
and no longer.

Another wash, which hos glven co
slderable satisfaction, Is made by slak-
Ing one peck of fresh stone lime with
soup suds. Thin to the consistency of
whitewash, ndd one-half gallon of
crude carbolic acid, four pounds of
sulphur and one gallon of soft soap.
Paint the trunks of the trees, as be-
fore, In the autumn.

The United States Department of
Agriculture recommends the lime-
sulphur wash as having given thor-
oughly satistactory results, This wash
consists of : Unslaked lime, 20 pounds;
flowers of sulphur, 16 pounds; water
50 gallons. The lime, sulphur and
one-third of the water are boiled to-
gether for one hour, and then the rest
of the water is ndded. By adding salt
the wash will stick better.
