Hoover, would siuply pluce the neu-
trals face to face with the alternatives
either of starving or Jjoining the wl
lles" Concerning the report of the
American unnouncement that “Sweden
has been urged to cense exporting lron,
ore and other materials to Germany,”
the Tidningen remarks: “Regardless
of the estent to which this demand
wmay be maintained, and even the Unit-
ed States should be contented with the
limitations of our iron and mineral ex-
ports, the question remalns In princk-
ple the same. Such demands are at-
tacks on the right to dispose of and to
control one’s own products. Thanks to
such rights, we have up to now been
in n position to maintain our commer-
clal neutrality. As far as known, Swe-
den hns never given up Its right to ex-
port its own products to whomsoever
it wished. It Is of enormous Interest
to Steden to rench sonfe sch under-
standing with the western powers, that
thelr blocknde ngninst us and other
Senndinaviun countries may cense at
the enrllest possible moment, but with
the above In mind one must see that
wuch an understanding is perhaps Im-
possible to reach. on necount of the
exnggerated demands from thelr side.”

Much Deperids on'Age:

In pruning a tree to secure good
froit, the amount of work to-be done
depends upon the age of the tree, and
the previons work which has
done upon it to keep It In shape.

A tree which has been entirely neg-
lected until It Is ten years old pre-
sents a hard problem when you wish
to bring it Into shape,

Three-fourths of the top should be
removed, but as to take that amount
off at once would be a serlous shock
to the tree, it Is customary to take
two years for the work, cutting out
half ‘of the superfluous branches one
winter—andws many more the next

year.
The wise way is, never to let trees
get Into that crowded, overgrown eoa-
ditlon.
Avoid All Crotches.

VALUE OF SPRAYING
IN APPLE ORCHARDS

Demonstration Experiments Have
Been Carried on at the Mis-
souri University.

Durlng recent years the University
of Missourl College of Agriculture at
Columbla In co-operation with o nam-
ber of practical orchardists has been
carrying on  demonstration experl-
ments 1n the value of spraying, prun-
Ing nnd the general renovating of neg-
lected orchurds 1n Missourl.

The results of these demonstrations
show that apple orchards well nsn-
nged ean be mude to yleld the largest
profits of any Missourl farm crop. On
the other hand neglected orchards in
the same nelghborhood hardly ylelded
Interest on the valuntion of the or-
hard.

During 1917 the results of proper
spraying_and pruniig have shown
larger. profit than’ fn any previous
veur. During the list yenr neglected
orchurds have et very little -or no
fruit. The little fruit which vms set
here and there was for the most part
| small, wormy. and of law market qual-
lty. Orchards properly sprayed and
pruned during the last two or three
Yoiirs have sot anywhere from a, falr
up 10 n hoavy crop of frult, The quals
ity ‘ofnpples on W god, O
Uhards ths yoar has heen the best
produced In Missourl: in. recent. years.

Orchards properly sprayed. and
well munnged have yielded anywhore
from §100 up to several hundred dol-

Some orchardists have hesitated to
assume the expense of equipplng for
spraying, and of employing. the labor
necessary to properly prune the ors
chard. -There is a fear that should
the crop fail the orchardist would not
be in position to pay for his spraying
outfit and his spraying material.
Many Missourl orchardists last
spring  complained that the ralny
weather ond cold nights during the
plossoming period prevented the bloom
from setting frult, or killed set frult
on frosty nights. The killlng was due
almost entirely to the fact that in neg
lected orchardi’ the ‘blossoms wera
weak, In most of the properly mam:
aged orchards, at least a fair crop of
frult set and matured to fine condh
tion, due to the fact that trees kept
healthy can usually set frult even dure
ing trylng weather.

This I8 sometimes also the case when
the eyes can co-operate, as anyone
who watches a plaice or other flat fish
in an aquarium will soon discover,

Many Insects possess more than two
eyes, which do not act together. A
leech, for example, has ten eyes on the
top of its head, which do not work In
concert, and a kind of marine worm
has two eyes on the head and a row
down each sidg of the boayA Some liz-
ards have an extra eye on the top of
the head, which does not act with the
other two.
