From what Mr. Gunsaulus soys it ap-
pears that Phillp D. Armour has had
the scheme in contemplation for some
time. 1o will endow the institute with
$1,400,000, which will net It $0,000 u
yearand the Armour mission 25,000
Tho plans huve been carefully gone
over. In the basoment will be the el
te plant and the forging and iron
shops. On the first floor is a library
sixty feet square and wood working
and reception rooms. The chemical
und physical la boratories, lecture rooms
and electrical rooms are on the second
floor. The third floor will have the
mechanicul drawing and architectural
rooms. Millinery, dressmuking and
coolcing will occupg the fourth floor,
and the fifth will have the gymnasium
and technical museum. Tho building
is practically fireproof. Marble is the
prevailing material in the interior.

Speaking of this magnificent gift
Pastor Gunsaulus had much to say in
praise of Mr. Armour. He said:

“Mr. Armour has given a building
worth £30,000 complete in the smallest
detail, and in nddition it is equipped
with everything needed for the purposes
to which it is to be devoted. The way
in which the plan has been perfected s
characteristic of Mr. Armour, so quict
and unpretentious.  Mr. Armour is one
of those men who prefer to see their
good deeds talke form beneath their own
guiding hands rather than wait for
their tardy perfection after death. Ithas
all been so thoroughly considered and
carefully planned and withal 5o unos-
tentatiously, that few, if any, beyond
his sons and the trustees knew any-
thing of the plan, although for four
