Rail Line Is Completed

Stevensville, Mont. — Stevensville
was hiost to 5,000 persons who, came
to joln In the festivitles marking the
St Iaag of alt {oeuw
territory. The celebratfon, In the Bit-
tor Root valley, marked the second
time this summer that Montana has
calebrated opening a new raliroad.
The new line on the west side of the
Bitter Root river, south from Mis-
soula, extends for a distance of 25
miles whers it rejolns the old line.
This was completed at n cost to the
Northern Pacific of $1,235,000.

Voleano Kills Thousands

Batavia, Java—Four villages on the
coast of Flores fsland have been de
wvastated as a result of the eruption of
Rokatinda volcano which Ia reported
to have caused the deaths of upwards
of 1,000 persons on Paloeweh island.

The villages were swept by a tidal
waye following a serfes of submarine
earthquakes. Ten persons were killed
and a number Injured. Five native
vessels were driven ashorn but the
erews were saved. The volcano was
still active,
