SHIPMENTS SHOW GAIN

A gain in the total shipment
of iron ore from Minnesota
mines is noted for the year 1934
although there was a slight de-
crease in the amount of ore

In 1934 Minnesota mines for-
warded 16,026,000 gross tons of
regular iron ore with a value of
