The phony - orchestras _gen-
erally contain threa. temor trom-
bones and one bass trombone,
though when they are used In sep:
arate parts, the names given fo
them nre somewhat misleading
The trombone parts’ are written a8
thes sound, but the tenor trombone
may have Its mousic In the alto,
tepor, or bass clef, The trombone
1% hard to play, s it demands much
breath from the player. Compos-
ers therefore employ It for only o
few notes at a time, with frequent
rests.

The use of the slide makes fair-
1y rapld passages possible on the
tromhone, especlally 1€ they le
largely In one harmonle series, and
can be blown without much ehange
of posltion. Rapld execution may
be used by a solo player to dazzle
an andlence; but In archestral work
the trombone Is treated more
slowly.

Beirut in Palestine Is
Important Mission Point

Belrut In Palestine is the port
of Baalbek and Damascus. The city
1s attractively located on a hill that
faces the sea and Is backed by
the snow-clad Sanain, It is an im-
portant center of the Amerlcan
missfon, which has bullt many
schools and colleges, The roins at
Baalbek, which takes Its name
from Baal, the sun god, are credit-
ed by many as being the finest In
the world.

The Arabs clalm that Bralbek Is
older than Damascus, the latter
generally believed to he the oldest
in the world. Tradition has it that
Adam lived there and that the
killing of Abel took place some-
where between Baaltek and the
Mediterranean. The Arabs prond-
ly direct visitors to where Noah
was buried and lead them to the
location of the Tower of Babel
Solomon bullt a temple here and
in the valley a castle which he
presented to the lovely gueen of
Sheba.

Such, then, Is the land of Pales-
tine, a land that is microscopic In
size but microcosmic In Influence.
Every step in 1t brings a new ex-
perience, and every experience has
its relation to history, to religion
and to a life In the making. No
other area has produced so many
events which have greatly shaped
the history of mankind.

This Is not
sa0; the trick rider requires a far
different type of animal Thelr
horses are huge mnd massive, for
one sometfmes has to support an
entire family on its back! The trick
riders’ horses are nsually of Flem-
Ish breed. A thoroughly-trained one
is of Inestimable value; It has been
taught, no matter what happens,
never to change Its feet. Should
it do so when an artist is somer-
saulting from one horse to an.
other, the result might be serlous.

When they are being broken for
the ring, part of their tralning Is
to accustom them to unexpected
noises and disturbances,

Not all, hawever, of these great
horses come from Flanders. One
woman rider bought the most re-
linble horse she ever rode stralght
from a milk cart. When this “rosin-
back” died her whole family went
lnto mourning I—Pearson's Weekly.
