period. A farm on which rye
was grown during the stand-
ard base period and also in
each of the years. 1933, 1934,
and 1935, will receive a some-
what larger allotment than
one on which rye was grown
jn the base period but inter-
mittently since.

5. During each contract
year, the signer will receive a
payment on his allotment a-
bout equal to the difference
between the average market
price of rye for the year and
its “fair exchange value”,
which is the relationship be-
tween the average price of rye
and the average price of com-
modities farmers had to buy
in the pre-war years, 1909-14.
On July 15, the average farm
price of rye was 36 cents per
bushel and the “fair exchange
value” 93 cents, leaying a
spread of 57 cents per bushel.
This relationship has changed
but little since that date. For
1936, a first installment of 20
cents per bushel will be paid
soon after the contracts are
signed and ‘a’ report made of
the acreage seeded, and the
balance will be paid after the
1936 crop has been harvested.

6. No restriction is placed

on the acreage which may be}

seeded to rye, but any acreage
in excess of that permitted
for harvest must be so hand-
led that it will not produce
