On the corporate excess tax
which the governor advocated
be made a state-wide tax an
administered by the State Tax
Commission for old age pen-
sion, he said:

“Whatever arguments may
be made against the corporate
excess tax upon private indus-
try certainly cannot be made
against a corporate excess tax
upon public utilities, because
the value of the corporate ex-
cess in the case of the utility
is represented entirely by the | ™
monopoly possessed by it
That monopoly has been given
to the utility by the people
themselves.

“Because of the distinction
between private industry and

public utilities, I am agreeable.
as a part of the foregoing
complete tax program, to a
mew corporate excess tax law
imposing a tax of 20 mills up-
on the corporate excess of
public utilities, For the pur-
pose of computing the tax, the
valuation should represent the
difference between the com-
bined amount of bonded in-
debtedness and capital stock,
on the one hand, and other
corporate property already
taxed and/or exempt from
taxation, on the other hand.”

Suggests Employers Pay

The writer is of the opinion
that unemployment insurance
bills introduced at this special
session will haye a tough row
to hoe. Nevertheless the gov-
ernor is right when he says
that funds to pay such insur-
ance should be contributed
only by employers in amounts
at least equal to the amounts
prescribed in the federal act.
He also recommended that the
Legislature memorialize Con-

ress to pass the Lundeen So-
cial Security bill.

Contending that legislation
designed to secure equality of
education for all children of
the state may properly be
classified as social security
legislation, the governor Sug-
gested amending the income
tax law to provide an addi-
tional $2,500,000 annually, and
that one-half of the total in-
come tax receipts be transfer-
red to the special state ald
school fund.
