Amendment to Ordinance
No. 11, New Series Ordinances
for Village of Pine City, Min-
nesota, as adopted by the Vil-
lage Council Ju,ly 8, 1930.

An ordinance known ag the
Green River Anti Peddler Law
was submitted for consldera-

“Be It Ordalned by the Vil-
lage Council of the Village of
Pine City, Minnesota.

Section 1: The practice of
going In and upon private
residences in the Village of
Pine City, Minnesota by soli-
citors, peddlers, hawkers,
itinerant merchants and
transcient vendors of mer-
chandise, not having been re-
quested or invited so to do by
the owner Or OWwners, occu-
pant or occupants of said
private residence, for the pur-
pose of soliciting orders for
the sale of goods, wares, and
merchandlse and/ or for the
purpose of disposing of and/
or peddling or hawking the
same, is hereby declared to be
a nuisance and punishable as
such nuisance as a misde-
meanor.

Section II. The Village Mar-
shall and police foree of the
Village of Pine City, Minnes-
ota are hereby required and
directed to suppress the same,
and to abet any such nuisance
as is described in the first sec-
tion of this ordinance.

Section III, Any person con-
victed of perpetrating a nuis-
ance, upon convicition there-
of shall be fined a sum not
less than Twenty Five ($25.00)
Dollars or not more than One
Hundred ($100.00) dollars, to-
gether with costs of proceed-
ings, wheh said fine may be
satisfled, If not paid in cash,
by executing against the per-
son of any one convicted of
