In climbing bock to her old economic 
position, but was dl1turb~ conUnua.l· 
ly b)' pollllcnl disputes. tl.le Royalists 
being eBpeclally troublesome. Dr. Unns 
Lutl1er, who was re-oppolnled chan· 
cellar In Jununl'f, relll&ned in 11111 be-­
cause he was censured by the reich· 
stag on a minor Issue. Dr. Wilhelm 
Morx succeeded him and carried on 
his policies. On December 17, the 
Man: cnblneL being unable to malo· 
tnln Its mnjorlt:y 111 the relchstag, re­
al&ned but continued to tun~tlon tem­
porurl\y, 

Tile military ond Catholic parties 
ot Llthuunla O\'erthrew the SocWlst 
eovernmcnt on December 17, nod two 
da)'a Inter An loon l::imetona was sworn 
In as President. 

Premier 3Jussollnl for another .rear 
kept himself and Italy largely in tbe 
public eye, and the strongest oppont'ota 
of his theories nod policies could not 
dcnr lhnt the country was prospcriDI 
under his reglmo, ut lenat tor the Umc 
beln~:o De completed the euppresalon 
of the Mn6a In Sicily, he put through 
a low torbldlng atrlkca and giving the 
ruaclst lnbor unions ll monopoly, be 
decrPed a nine-hour workloa: da)' and 
prohlblled various luxurh.•l, be abo!· 
IFhcd tbe election of municipal omclals. 
and Onttll)' on Mo1 )D hl! proclaimed 
U1c lnnugurntlon or the complete 
Fuclst syndicalist Corm ot government 
tor Italy. He quarreled with OermnUJ 
oTer the Tyrol, with Frnnce becnuae 
noU·Fasclst plotters dld tht>lr plotting 
lhero, and stopped other Balkan Dll· 
Uon.s troru helping revolutlool.sta In 
Albania by signing a treaty wlth 
Acbmed Zop'l government and laiN· 
1116; 11 "hllDda olr" wamlng, Between 
timet the duee was attacked aevernl 
tlmea by aasaaama but anlrered no In· 
JurJ save a allJtht wound ln the nose. 

Though the )'oong republic ot Po­
land wu making undoubted economic 
progreu under Premier Sknrnakl, 
waa torc:ed to rea1p ln Mar 
be proposed to redoc:e the mllltaey 
eetnblls:hmeut and the personae! on the 
state rallWBJ'L Wltoa became premier 
bot announced no cbaage ot pollelea.
