Has Found Origin of Old
Golden Receptacle.

Lacey D, Caskey, curator of clussical
art at the Boston Art museam, belleves
that he has made g dlscovery regardigg
the orlgin af the solid gold Greek Hbk-
tlan howl which hus just been put on
exhibition at the Art museum.

‘ “1 found tlie bowl weighed the equly-
alent bylonin shekeles, 100

vhen 1 discovered that
the bowl welghed the same In oriental
money us in Greek money, I was satis-
tled that the howl was made from
Greek gold colns of the Seventh cen-
tury, B. C.

Tho bowl
was found at Olympla and It Is thought
that It wes & part of the spolls after
the conquest of Heraclla. Cypselus
figures as one of the worst tyrants of
Greek history, so the inscription bear-
iug his name Is considered of histoe-
feal velue, One son of Cypselus Perl-
enda wus titled one of the seven wise

men of Greece.

“Gehenna,™

Gehennn 1s the Greek name for the
Valley of Hinnow, situated south and
west of the city of Jerusalem. Saert
fices to Moloch, lstituted by Solomon:
(1015076 B. C.), were offered there,
nud for years after, it was the Dlace
chosen by the Jowlsh kings for the
practice of thelr idolatrous rites.
When Joslah, king of Judah, restored
thie national worship, he mide Gehenna
n pluce of deflement by covering it
with Inman bones; after thia, it be-
cume the ceaspool of the city. Fires
were kept constantly burning there to
consumo the bodles of mulefactors, car-
cusses of animals, and whatover other
oftal lind been cast out from the elty.
