To have frult, especlully the smaller
kinds, where the fumlly orchard,
usually set out by the ploneers of the
viclulty, Is not covsidered, the oceu-
punt of the property ls the one' who
usunlly  supplies the vines and
bushes,

Within n couple of years It Is a
Yery easy matter, with proper care, to
have  very good beurlng strawberry
pateh, a good blackberry, raspberry,
Eooseberry and currant patch, and
grapes In three or four years.

Two or three bundred everhearing
strawhberry plants should, under nor-
mal conditlons, supply berries for the
family throughout the season—until
frost. A couple of dozen of the larger
berry bushes would produce well after

e second year; the same with cur-
Tants and gooscberries.

There Is as good argument In fayor
of freshly picked berries as there Is
In' fuvor of fresh vegetables taken
from the ground just before they are
to be used.

Berry erons, of course, cannot he
hoped for without some luber; for
the bushes must be pruned, fertilized,
kept free from weeds, and the dead
W0t must be removed every season.

Worms must be expected, espe-
clully on the currant and gooseberry
bushes.
