In all the other
47 states, legislators are elected
with party designation as are
the candldates for state and
congressional offices, Here in
Minnesota the members of both
house and senate are chosen
without party label or without
any sort of designation to in-
dicate what the candidate really
stands for. Naturally this re-
sults in great disadvantage to
the Farmer-Labor party be-
cause of the lack of newspapers
supporiing its nominees. Thus
the reactionaries are more suc-
cessful in electing their legisla-
tors than are the progressives.
