UNTIL WE LEARNED BETTER 

UntJ.l we learned better, we used to mix wood and steel in our oar 
bodies and wheels. 

It was the best way to make bod1es-then. But the state or the art 
has advanced. 

or course, it is more expensive to make an all-steel body than to 
make a wooden frame and nai l steel panels on to it. The better way in­
vol ves an ~ni t 1al expendi tu r e of several millions or dollars tor new diaa. 
which rende rs a change ve ry cos tly . Cars, especially large expensive can& 
whi ch are produced 1n small volume, cannot afford this. because the dies 
cost as much fo r one car as for a million. That alone explains wey all­
s tee l bod1es are not used 1n all cars. 

But our bas1c policy from the beginning 1~ to make a eood car better .. 
r egardless of cost. 

For example , when we discarded wood-steel body construction. it was 
not becaus e we lacked wood . We still have some thousands or acres ot the 
best hard wood in America . Economy would urge us to use up the wood 
f i rs t , and then adopt the better all-steel body. But we decided that 
qual i t y was more 1mportan t than expense, 

We weighed the reasons, for and against, be tore we made tbe chanp 
We could s ee only one reason for retaining a mixed wood-anct-st&el ~ 

-na1ling the metal on, ins tead of welding an all-steel body into a 
strong one-piece whole . That reason was, it would be oheapel'--tor 1111 

Our reasons for adopting an all-steel body were these A 
body is not much stronger structurally than its wooden 
American climates. wood construction weakens with age
